NORTHEAST Business Park, a
state-of-the-art mixed industry and
business area planned for just south
of Caboolture, is investing in local
business through its support of this
year’s Excellence in Business
Awards.
Northeast Business Park will pro-
vide a future home for business
through its 160 hectares dedicated to
manufacturing, retailing warehous-
es and marine industry facilities.
NEBP CEO Jeff Smith said spon-
soring the Excellence in Business
Awards was a way of encouraging
local business owners and continu-
ing to build strong relationships.
“The Caboolture business com-

munity in particular has been ex-
tremely supportive of our project
and this is a way of reciprocating,”

Mr Smith said. “Northeast Business
Park will be a centre for successful
business in the future and that
means our success is tied to the
strength of local businesses,’’ he
said.
“Our project is a visionary master

planned community and will be a vi-
brant business and lifestyle destina-
tion creating employment opportun-
ities for local workers.” As well as
those jobs created specifically for the
industrial park, an additional 252
jobs external to the park will be gen-
erated."
The industrial park, which is al-

ready approved by Moreton Bay Re-
gional Council will also generate
$2.81 for every dollar spent through-
out the project.
A broader vision for North Har-

bour will be considered by the Plan-
ning and Environment Court after
Moreton Bay Regional Council re-
jected a proposal to transform de-
graded former pine plantation and
cane land into a $628million residen-
tial and business park precinct that
includes a marina, golf course and
conservation areas.
Mr Smith said despite that set-
back, plans for the business park
were continuing.
“Northeast Business Park can
bring great economic growth to the
region with more than 15,000 new
jobs in the next decade,” he said.
“It can be a vibrant employment
hub for the region, strengthening ex-
isting local industries while attract-
ing new business, employment and
prosperity.”
